One Week After: At 12:45pm today 230 people gathered in the hall and spilled outside to remember those who had died exactly one week ago.  The names of those who had been formally identified were read and all stood to keep 2 minutes silence.  This was a time of community gathering – to reflect and grieve and talk.  And that’s what our parish is being called upon to do – to provide our community with opportunities to gather and to begin processing our experience.

Pastoral Care: I have asked Rev Philip Robinson to head up our pastoral care response to the earthquake and he is working closely with Kofe Havea, Mary Mills, Diane Brooker Newton, Angela Brown and others. All pastoral care initiatives and requests will be routed through Philip so that our response is well coordinated and no one is neglected.  We will also put a structure in place that will be effective for the long term.
