Stir Up Sunday- Christmas Cake Recipe from Philip Robinson (as requested)

Select 23 cm cake tin (approx) Line the tin with brown paper and then butter paper. 

Ingredients:


500 grams butter
500 grams brown sugar
750 grams flour


8 large eggs
2 kg fruit cake mix
2 teaspoons Golden Syrup

1 cup Brandy or Whisky

Method: Soften the butter and mix well with brown sugar. Add eggs one by one , with some of the flour. Add fruit mix and stir together. Add Golden Syrup. Keep the brandy or whisky till later - don't drink it! Spoon the mixture into the tin leaving a slight hollow in the middle and place in a cool oven and turn on to 130deg. Place a bowl or tray of water in the oven on a lower rack. Bake for approx 6 hrs - check with skewer. Turn oven off and open the oven door for about an hour.
Before the cake is cool pour the remaining brandy over the surface!

Hints: A sheet of brown paper may be placed over the top for first 2 hours of cooking, to prevent scorching. Leave the cake to cool overnight and lift out of the tin in the morning. Store until needed.
