Parish Buildings: * Last week I met with the group headed by Steve Wakefield charged by Vestry with the oversight of our insurance claims and repairs following the recent earthquakes.  We are aware that the Church Property Trustees have to process an enormous number of insurance claims and so we are endeavouring to be proactive in making progress on our own buildings.  Please note the following;

· The structural engineer contracted by the Church Property Trustees insurer has made an second inspection of the church and tower and we await his detailed engineering report *

· We are communicating with the Church Property Trustees to ensure the process of remediation is as rapid as possible.

Because St Barnabas is such an important Parish, Diocesan and community resource we have received encouragement from the Bishop to pursue its repair with urgency.  St Thomas' is now cleared for use but the St Thomas' hall requires some work before it can be used.  This is being progressed.

Link with St Chad’s Linwood *  Our partnership with Linwood is developing and we have undertaken the following;

· The community meal was served by the In-Betweens last Friday at St Chad's - thank you!

· Biscuits and slices were supplied at the St Chad's Drop In Center - thank you! 

· A group of 'Listening Ears' were present with folk at the meal and Drop In Center

· A legal, employment and housing advocate from our parish was also present listening to folk.
